4. COURSE DESCRIPTION:
Brings in knowledge of the basic visual fundamentals that constitute the base of every artistic language such as: the dot, line, contour, direction, value and proportion. Applies concepts from the psychology of perception and history of art used by many artists from all time. Addresses the transition between theory to practice in relation to the study of the form, contrast, composition and their application to the problems of design. 
5. OBJECTIVES : 
This course aims that the student: 
1- Improves perception skills of the contour, spaces, relationship between light and shade to globally understand the form in a tridimensional space.

2- Acquires the ability to draw from real life.

3- Incorporates basic tools and techniques of hand drawing.
4- Acquires ability to trace lines and sketch.

5- Understands the light and color and experiments it sensitively.

6- Recognizes visual aspects for composition.
